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So far, | haven’t had

my test vehicle, an
Overtrail+, off-road, but
on-road, | can say is that
the GX550 feels punchy
off the line, translating
into a 0-60 time in about
6.3 seconds. Even at
highway speeds, there is
an abundance of passing
power, thanks in part to
those two turbos. The
steering feels crisp and
responsive, giving you

a very comfortable and
confident feel behind the
wheel. But this is a tall,
boxy SUV, so don’t get
too confident as you'll
discover there is plenty of
body roll.

Still, when it comes to the Lexus reputation for quality and
resale value, as well as the off-road abilities that it has to
offer, the dual personality of the GX550 makes it one of
the best mid-size luxury SUVs available.
